Please provide the PIN in the format below, where all numbers should be spelled out, and check that the number works online in combination with your forename and surname before you submit your form.
Example: O6H2013E should be written as O six H two zero one three E.
Cost of Course Fees: Please apply BEFORE your course starts. If you are applying after your course start date, state the modules you are requesting funding towards, which have start dates after your application submission date.
REFEREES: Your application must include a reference from each of your named referees. Your first reference must be from your current manager/main employer. References should be on headed paper and include a contact telephone number. Your tutor is not to be used as the fund write directly to tutors if required.
These references should either
a) Be sent attached to your email with your application form and CV or
b) Sent directly, by the referees, to honorary.secretary@thenightingalefund.uk
Applications will NOT be accepted until these references have been provided by the candidate. If references are being sent directly to the Nightingale Fund, please ask your referee to confirm with you when they have sent it and then contact the Secretary to confirm that it has been received.
The two professional References should contain the following information:

The first professional reference should be from your Line Manager.  It should indicate:

a) How long the referee has known the candidate and in what capacity. 
b) Should confirm whether or not the candidate has the ability to undertake and complete this course and if the necessary release study time has been authorised. 
c) Finally, it would be helpful if the referee could confirm that the designated course is relevant to the candidate’s continuing development, the advancement of nursing, and of benefit to patient care.

The Secretary will write to the candidate to confirm acceptance for the next meeting only when the application form, CV and the two references have been received. If you do not receive this confirmation then your application has not been accepted. All these documents need to be received BEFORE the closing date shown on the website. When your papers have been sent to a fund council member the Secretary will write again to confirm that you will be contacted, usually by email, to arrange a convenient time for a telephone interview prior to the next meeting.
Should any changes occur which make your application form inaccurate please inform the Secretary promptly.
